Weather service also shares overview of Jan. 10 heavy snow event

Frigid temperatures bring cold weather adV1s0r1es

Bitterly cold temperatures
and subzero wind chills this
week accompanied the latest
round of impactful winter
weather to occur in the region
in January.

Arctic cold followed an ice
storm and heavy snow which
occurred earlier in the month.

Cold Weather Advisories

The National Weather Ser-
vice’s Weather Prediction
Center in College Park, Md.,
advised on Sunday that Arctic
air would bring dangerously
cold conditions to much of
the nation.

“This will be the coldest air
of the Winter season thus far,
and in many cases the coldest
in several years,” the center
posted on its website.

The National Weather Ser-
vice office in Paducah issued
cold weather advisories for
parts of Southern Illinois,

Southeast Missouri and West-
ern Kentucky.

An advisory initially was
in effect from 6 p.m. Sunday
through noon Monday. Very
cold wind chills as low as 10
below zero were expected.

The advisory subsequently
was extended on Tuesday until
3 p.m. and then again from
9 p.m. Tuesday until 6 a.m.
Wednesday.

The forecast was calling
for a high temperature near
14 degrees on Tuesday in the
Anna area. Wind chill values
as low as 3 degrees below zero
were possible.

A low around 7, with wind
chill values as low as 2 de-
grees below zero, was in the
forecast for Tuesday night.

Ahigh near 31 degrees was
in the forecast for Wednesday.
Wind chill values as low as 1
degree below zero were in the

forecast.

The weather service warned
that under such frigid condi-
tions, frostbite and hypother-
mia would occur if unpro-
tected skin was exposed to the
extreme cold temperatures.
Wind chill values could lead
to hypothermia with pro-
longed exposure.

Local weather observer
Dana Cross recorded low tem-
peratures of 8 degrees on Jan.
19,4 on Jan. 20 and 7 on Jan.
21.Wind chill values each day
were in the single digits.

Milder temperatures were
in the forecast for Thursday
(today), Friday and Sunday,
with highs in the 30s and 40s.

Heavy Snow Event

The weather service office
also posted an overview of the
heavy snow event which oc-
curred on Jan. 10 in the region.

Snow impacted the entire
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Snow and ice covered the landscape along Skyline
Drive near Alto Pass on Sunday afternoon, Jan. 12.

region during the early morn-
ing and late afternoon hours
on Jan. 10.

The initial round brought
a period of light to moderate
snow, followed by a heavi-
er burst of snow with wrap

around moisture associated
with an area of low pressure.
Temperatures remained
near to below freezing, al-
lowing for snow to quickly
accumulate on all surfaces.

The PAST organization of
Union County and the Shaw-
nee Hills Arts Council hosting
a showing of an exhibit titled
“Journey to Freedom: Illinois’
Underground Railroad.”

The exhibit is on display
through Feb. 23 at at the
Shawnee Hills Arts Council
at 123 W. Davie St. in Anna.

The “Journey to Freedom:
Illinois” Underground Rail-
road” walk-through exhibit
consists of picture/story pan-
els that tell the known history
of the Underground Railroad
in Illinois.

The display has been creat-
ed professionally by the Look-
ing for Lincoln organization
in Springfield and is booked
in eight Illinois communities
during 2025.

Anna is the third commu-
nity to host the exhibit, which
has made stops in Springfield
and Macomb. “Journey to
Freedom” also is scheduled to
be displayed in Pontiac, Deca-
tur, Freeport, Marshall, Lerna
and again in Springfield.

Organizers said prior to the
opening of the exhibit in Anna
said Union County is very
fortunate to have “Journey to
Freedom” on loan through the
annual Civil War Weekend,
which is planned in Febru-
ary at the Shawnee Hills Arts
Council in Anna.

An event was held Friday night, Jan. 17, to mark the opening of the exhibit,
which is being presented locally by the Shawnee Hills Arts Council and the PAST organization of Union County.

Many of those communities
and residents are featured in
the traveling exhibit which is
on display in Anna.

The exhibit tells stories
about freedom seekers, con-
ductors and communities in
Illinois that were part of the
journey to freedom on the Un-
derground Railroad as never
told before.

“We are so honored to share
this new exhibit with the com-
munity,” said Sarah Watson,

executive director of Looking
for Lincoln. “Many of these
Illinois Underground Railroad
stories have not been shared in
one place. It is so inspiring to
learn more about the bravery
of all these multiracial people
who took so many risks to
fight against slavery for the
basic rights for themselves
and others.”

In the exhibit, viewers will
learn more about the com-
munities from Cairo through
Springfield to Quincy and
Chicago, that were stops on
the Underground Railroad.

Other featured areas are
Brooklyn/Freedom Village,
Miller Grove, Rocky Fork,
Galesburg, Mount Hope,
Jacksonville and New Phila-
delphia.

The exhibit also tells sto-
ries about freedom seekers
like John and Eliza Little,
who traveled barefoot from
Tennessee through Illinois
to Canada to gain their free-
dom; or conductors like Hen-
ry, who sometimes worked
for Abraham Lincoln, and
Mary Ann King Brown who
helped slaves to freedom in
the Springfield, Quincy and
Galena areas.

The exhibit was made pos-

sible by the dedication of
Looking for Lincoln staff
members as well as a project
advisory committee that in-
cluded dedicated historians
and memory-keepers who
provided research and, in
some cases, personal family
stories.

“Our project advisory
committee reviewed primary
sources, narratives, and other
information to tell the stories
of the freedom seekers and
their allies on the Under-
ground Railroad in Illinois,”
said Brian Mitchell, who
serves on the advisory com-
mittee and is the director of
research and interpretation at
the Abraham Lincoln Presi-
dential Library and Museum.

“We made a tremendous
effort to tell stories which
were inclusive of all parts of
the state and showcased the
agency of freedom seekers
and the commitment of their
allies.

“We believe we did a good
job sharing as many stories as
we could and we believe that
this exhibit will help patrons
better understand Illinois’
complicated relationship with
slavery and the role the state
played in anti-slavery efforts.”

During the daylight hours,
lighter intervals of snow
combined with the sunlight
allowed for snow melt on
treated roadways.

Schools were cancelled
in most counties, with a few
closings lingering into the fol-
lowing week...mainly across
portions of Southern Illinois.

Highest snowfall amounts
from this system were across
the Mark Twain National For-
est in Southeast Missouri into
extreme southwest Illinois.

Anna Police Department
issues alert to public

The Anna Police Depart-
ment is alerting the public
about recent scams which also
involved theft.

The police department
shared the following alert on
social media:

This is a public alert for
businesses in the community.

On Monday, December
30th, 2024, a report was made
to the Anna Police Depart-
ment that a scam and at-
tempted theft had occurred at
the Anna Kroger.

Officers responded and
were informed that a night-
shift employee had received
a phone call on the store line
from an individual claiming to
be a member of the manage-
ment team above the store
manager.

The caller prompted the
employee to enter the store’s
safe, and retrieve money from
the safe.

The employee complied,
and even damaged the store’s
property at the behest of the
scam caller.

The employee was unable
to make entry into the safe;

however, store property was
damaged.

On Friday, January 17th ,
2025, it was reported that a
phone call was made to the
KFC/Taco Bell in Anna on
the store landline by a person
who was impersonating the
store manager.

The impersonator, along
with a male on the phone im-
personating another manager,
convinced the store associate
who answered the phone
to empty the store safe and
send the money (via Western
Union) to an account in Mex-
ico. The employee complied.

The Anna Police Depart-
ment is publishing this infor-
mation for the sake of public
awareness.

State Board of Education
requests nearly $11.4 billion

SPRINGFIELD - The Illi-
nois State Board of Education
voted Wednesday, Jan. 15,
to approve a budget request
for the upcoming fiscal year
of nearly $11.4 billion, a 4.6
percent increase over this
year’s budget, despite projec-
tions that the state will face a
substantial revenue shortfall
next year.

The request includes a
$350 million increase in “Ev-
idence-Based Funding,” the
minimum annual increase
called for under the 2017 law
that focuses new education
spending on the neediest dis-
tricts.

It also includes a $142 mil-
lion increase in what’s called
“mandatory categorical” aid
for expenses such as transpor-
tation and special education,
and $75 million in new funding

for early childhood education.

“This year’s budget recom-
mendation recognizes the tight
fiscal projections faced by the
state of Illinois, while con-
tinuing to invest in things that
we know that are critical for
school districts and that have a
direct impact on student learn-
ing,” State Superintendent of
Education Tony Sanders told
the board.

Funding for PreK-12 educa-
tion is one of the largest cate-
gories of spending in the entire
state budget, accounting for
about one-fifth of all General
Revenue Fund spending. That
money is used to help fund
the budgets of more than 850
school districts, which serve an
estimated 1.9 million students.

State funding, however,
makes up only part of the
total amount spent on public
education. In 2021, the most
recent year for which complete
numbers are available, state
funding made up only about 26
percent of total school spend-
ing while about 65 percent
came from local sources such
as property taxes and the rest
came from federal sources.

Over the years, the state’s
heavy reliance on local prop-
erty taxes to fund public
schools produced vast ineq-
uities among districts. The
Evidence-Based Funding for-
mula was intended to address
that over time by establishing
a “hold-harmless” mechanism
by which no district would ever
see its funding reduced, then
directing new funding to the
districts most in need.

The law created a formula
for estimating the cost of pro-
viding an adequate education
in each district based on certain
factors such as total student
enrollment, the number of stu-
dents from low-income fami-
lies and the number of students
from non-English speaking
backgrounds. The goal of the
law is to bring all districts up
to at least 90 percent of their

adequacy target.

Since the law went into
effect, according to ISBE,
nearly $2.2 billion has been
distributed to districts through
the Evidence-Based Funding
system and overall funding for
the neediest districts, known as
Tier 1 districts, has grown from
59.2 percent of their adequacy
target to 73 .4 percent.

Still, however, seven out of
10 students in Illinois attend a
school in a district that is fund-
ed at less than 90 percent of its
adequacy target. According
to ISBE, bringing all districts
up to 90 percent of adequacy
would cost an additional $2.6
billion.

In November, the Gover-
nor’s Office of Management
and Budget reported that the
annual increases in education
funding called for under the
Evidence-Based Funding law,
combined with other rising
costs and overall flat growth
in revenue, would lead to a
projected $3.2 billion budget
shortfall in the fiscal year
ahead.

Gov. JB Pritzker will outline
his plan for plugging that hole
when he delivers his budget ad-
dress to the General Assembly
Feb. 19.

Sanders, however, said he
remains confident Pritzker
and lawmakers will find a
way to balance the budget and
still fund the agency’s budget
request.

“While most of state govern-
ment’s going to be looking at
potential freezes, we are really
pleased to see a governor and
legislature that is committed to
public education funding,even
in tight fiscal times,” he said.

Tight global supply keeping
ag fertilizer prices elevated

As farmers enter another
year of predictably tight mar-
gins, it does not look like fer-
tilizer prices will grant much
relief to the balance sheet.

“The problem is we’re
starting 2025 with nitrogen
and phosphate values looking
fairly firm on tight supply and
demand,” Josh Linville, vice
president of fertilizer at Ston-
eX, told FarmWeek. “We’re
worried about what that means
for our prices going into the
spring.”

Chinese exports and Europe-
an production of urea are both
falling, which means global
prices could push higher.

“That should result in a sit-
uation where we have to start
doing a lot of work to get the
imports coming in that we very
desperately need,” Linville
said. “We’re going to have
to move our price up quite a
bit to make that relationship
happen.”

He said prices for urea am-
monium nitrate and anhydrous
ammonia, which are more com-
monly used in Illinois, usually
follow the urea market.

One fertilizer that is well
supplied globally and therefore
mildly priced is potash, but that
could change after President
Donald Trump takes office this
month.

“We have to worry about

the threat of 25 percent tariffs
against Canadian goods,” said
Linville, who noted Canada
is the world’s largest producer
and exporter of potash. “These
tariffs will have real effects on
the farm side if they get imple-
mented.”

Linville said Trump is known
for using tariffs as an ““economic
weapon,” but for a commodity
market like fertilizer the bene-
fits aren’t likely to outweigh the
consequences.

“A lot of times, the farmer
of the country that implements
the tariff is really the one that
pays the price,” he said. “We are
going to have to watch that be-
cause it could have an adverse
effect on our pricing.”

On the other hand, Linville
said the world “enjoyed a sense
of peace” during Trump’s first
term with fewer wars and global
conflicts from 2016 to 2020,
compared to recent years.

“On the flip side, I am very
hopeful that if he can bring
back a period of tranquility, we
can see markets start to calm
down, trade flows return back
to normal and get prices back to
historic norms,” he said.

Linville said as always it
will be important for farmers to
convey their fertilizer intentions
to suppliers in 2025 so they can
plan accordingly.

“I understand it’s easy to
want to bury your head in the
sand in these kinds of times, but
we need to have more informa-
tion flowing than less,” he said.

And despite a hefty delay to
the fall 2024 fertilizer applica-
tion season, Linville expects the
number of spring applications
to be about normal.

“It was probably one of the
most unorthodox fall applica-
tion seasons we’ve ever seen,”’
he said. “The first several weeks
of November, hardly anybody
across the Midwest turned a
wheel.”

But he said the weath-
er opened a window around
Thanksgiving and Midwestern
farmers took advantage of it.

“We surveyed the industry,
and I think we hit about 90
percent of what our expected
fall run was,” Linville said.
“So that is fortunately keeping
that horror story that we were
talking about for springtime off
the table.”

Fertilizer prices in Illinois
averaged between $650 and
$775 per ton for anhydrous
ammonia as of Dec. 27, up an
average of $9.46 from the previ-
ous two weeks, according to the
[llinois Production Cost Report.
Prices ranged from $679 to
$760 per ton for diammonium
phosphate (up $3.33), $400 to
$525 for potash (down slightly)
and $525 to $554 for urea (un-
changed) as of the same date.
